The Annual Report of the Pater Hall Community Trust was compiled by

company secreatary Ian Jones and read out in 
his absence by Phil Gwyther.

It was proposed by Don Esmond and seconded by Trish Thomas that the report be accepted.

The Annual Financial Report for 2008/2009 financial year was

distributed at the previous ordinary meeting for time to  consider and the Annual General Meeting voted to approve the report.

The current five community Trustees all showed their willingness to

stand again and there being no other nominations, the meeting voted all five to continue.  These are: Don Esmond, Trish Thomas, Ron Watts, Wendy O\'Driscoll and Andrew Johnstone.


There were four nominated councillors from Pembroke Dock Town Council and the meeting noted these as:  Cllr Pam George and Cllr Phil Gwyther (currently standing) and new Trustees Cllr Maureen Colgan and Cllr Peter Kraus. 

 A fifth nomination from the council, as required under the constitution will be nominated shortly.  This delay was in order to give the opportunity to two new councillors just about to join the council.


Thanks were expressed to Graham Roberts for his support as a previous Trustee and to Cllr Andrew McNaughton as a former Council nominated Trustee

Mr Ron Watts agreed to continue his position as chairman and Cllr

Pam George was voted in as Vice -chairman, with Don Esmond and Phil Gwyther proposing and seconding these.

The Treasurer\'s position will be taken by Andrew Johnstone after

the meeting voted that he continue the good work he has done as a stand-in treasurer for the previous months.

It was also noted at this point, that Don Esmond would continue as the named personal license holder responsible at events, and it was also noted that under new legislation, all of the trustees may in future be considered individually as the responsible person for the hall.

It was agreed that the new treasurer would be added to the named

signatories for bank accounts.

It was agreed that Barclays Bank would continue to be the bankers

for the Trust.

It was agreed that Bissmere and Fudge would remain as solicitors for

the Trust.

It was agreed that Llewellyn Davies would remain as accountants for

the Trust.

Mr Ian Jones has stated that he will continue in the role of Company

secretary for the time being. Although he is away for much off the week, this is possible as much of the secretary\'s day to day booking duties are now being performed by the Treasurer.   

Enquiries will continue into a possible new company secretary.  It was acknowledged that this would probably be a paid position.
